Set in the Dominican
Republic in 1960, In the Time of Butterflies shows how three sisters challenged the Trujillo
dictatorship. The film focuses on Patria, Minerva and Maria Terese (Mate) Mirabal’s cour-
age and actions to overthrow the brutal government. The international community dedi-
cated this date in November to Eliminate Violence Against Women in memory of the three
sisters for their bravery and bold activism.
