What constitutional concerns are 
raised? What can go wrong when 
police use “dragnet” data gather-
ing? How can communities limit 
surveillance technologies used in 
local policing?

ENDING MASS 
INCARCERATION IN HAWAI‘I: 

The United States is the worldʻs 
largest jailer. The poor and people 
of color (including Native Hawai-
ians) are charged and convicted 
more often, and with harsher sen-
tences – despite common rates of 
crime among all races.
 
Weʻll cover: Why are so many 
people caught up in the criminal 
justice system? Whatʻs it like in 
Hawaii’s jails & prisons? Can we 
reduce prison rates in Hawai‘i and 
keep our communities safe?
